Communications

First Midstate, Inc. representatives Kevin Heid and Kevin Wills presented the Board with information regarding the issuance of bonds.  Mr. Heid recommended a bond issuance date of September 1, 2007, noting that this continues to keep the tax rate at $0.50.  

BLDD Architects Sam Johnson, Barbara Meek and Anita Lanning presented a schematic design for the construction of a new Olympia North Elementary building and the renovation of Olympia South Elementary, Olympia West Elementary and Olympia High/Middle School.  Information was also shared regarding requirements necessary to have the new building meet USGBC (United States Green Building Council) and LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) standards.  The core purpose of USGBC is to transform the way buildings and communities are designed, built, and operated, enabling an environmentally and socially responsible, healthy, and prosperous environment that improves quality of life.  LEED is the nationally accepted benchmark for design, construction, and operation of high performance green buildings.

Committee Reports

Board member Steve Matter reported that the Administrative Building & Grounds Sub Committee had met with BLDD Architects throughout the designing process and was very pleased with the schematic design presented to the Board.

Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise reported that 2006-2007 was complete and that only 94% of the budgeting expenditures had been expended resulting in adding $300,000 to the existing fund balances.  He also reported that the District’s 2007-2008 state revenue had not yet been confirmed pending state legislation approval of the state budget.

Mr. Wise reported that summer projects/renovations were being completed as scheduled and invited the Board to tour the OHMS facility before the next regular Board of Education meeting.  Mr. Wise also presented the Board with copies of the Resolution and Contract for the purchase of real estate for the construction of the new Olympia North Elementary building.

OHS Principal Lance Thurman and Activities Director Mike Lootens provided the Board with a summary of OHS activities/successes.  The Board expressed its appreciation of this report.  OMS Principal Todd Dugan provided the Board with a year-end building report.  Mr. Dugan was commended for aggressively implementing the truancy policy at OMS, increasing the attendance rate of 94% for the 2005-2006 school year to 98.9% for the 2006-2007 school year.

Superintendent Brad Hutchison advised the Board that preliminary AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress) reports had been received from the State Board for all buildings except OHS, and that all buildings had met or exceeded AYP standards.  He anticipates that OHS will also meet AYP.  Mr. Hutchison also shared a graph of planned school improvement projects for the 2007-2008 school year.  This activities will all help the District fulfill NCLB (No Child Left Behind) requirements.

Mr. Hutchison reported that the Board of Education, Olympia Education Association, and Administration had entered into membership of CEC (Consortium for Educational Change) and that membership dues had been shared between the Board and the OEA.  CEC helps to enhance student learning by bringing together school employees, board members, parents, and community members to create educational organizations that collaborate and learn from practice.

Mr. Hutchison provided the Board with final revisions to 3 Board policies, noting that the changes had been reviewed by Administration.  

Other Business

There was no other business.

He also shared with the Board that the Hopedale Medical Complex is planning to expand, and he would like to see the former Hopedale Elementary building re-opened.
