Call to Order, Roll Call, and Pledge of Allegiance

A special scheduled meeting of the Board of Education of the Olympia Community Unit School District No. 16, for the purpose of offering an opportunity for public input regarding the selected site for the new Olympia North Elementary building and waivers for both Parent/Teacher Conference and School Improvement Day formats and held in the Olympia Administration Office Board room, was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, June 18, 2007 by President Laura Cremeens with the following Board members and Administrators present:  Laura Cremeens, Sondra Hayes, Steve Matter, Trena Glenn, Curt Morr, Kevin Frazier, Carolyn Hansen; Superintendent Donald F. Site Selection Report

Superintendent Donald Hahn reaffirmed his recommendation for the Olympia North Elementary site as 16 acres of land located directly east of the current Olympia North Elementary building. 

Opportunity for Public Input

Tim McManaman, Danvers Village Board Trustee and member of the Administrative Site Selection committee, addressed the Board regarding the site selection process and asked the public for full support of Superintendent Hahn’s recommendation.  

Mr. McManaman stated that the Danvers Village Board feels the recommended site will be beneficial to the town by offering an opportunity for additional housing development and student population growth.  He also stated that by building adjacent to the current school, the possibility of using the current gymnasium and parking lot would be beneficial to the District.

Parent/Teacher Conference Waiver Report

Assistant Superintendent Brad Hutchison presented a narrative for a waiver request regarding  Parent/Teacher Conference format.  The Parent/Teacher Conference waiver will allow a schedule of evening conferences after full days of student attendance twice in a five-day period with one day in the five-day period being a non-attendance day for students and staff.
