Communications

Board member Trena Glenn shared information with the Board regarding Stanford’s MAPPING meetings and the community’s future goals.  At a June 10, 2007 MAPPING meeting attended by Board members Glenn and Carolyn Hansen, goals presented included 1) increasing community involvement, as well as activities and events; 

2) improving and expanding existing parks; and 3) installing a public waste sewer system.

Committee Reports

Assistant Superintendent Brad Hutchison announced that the Administrative Building & Grounds Committee, consisting of himself and Board members Steve Matter and Curt Morr, would be meeting with representatives of BLDD Architects on June 20, 2007.  BLDD representatives are expected to present a schematic design of new construction to the Board at the July 9, 2007 regular Board of Education meeting.

Administrative Reports

Assistant Superintendent Brad Hutchison provided the Board with projected grant allocations for the 2007-2008 school year.  Projected allocations are expected to be slightly less than the actual allocations received for the 2006-2007 school year.

Mr. Hutchison also shared the preliminary PSAE (Prairie State Achievement Exam) results for the class of 2008 which showed average composite scores.

Mr. Hutchison recommended that contracts be approved with BLDD Architects, Inc., and Benchmark Construction for the District’s planned construction projects.  He also shared a project schedule for the new Olympia North Elementary building.

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise presented the Board with a tentative working Budget for the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Wise noted that expenses will increase this year due to construction projects and program restoration.  Mr. Wise also noted that due to a decrease of revenue from tax dollars and the absence of educational tax revenue, working cash transfers in both the Education and Operations funds will be needed.  A transfer of working cash is anticipated in order to complete the necessary improvements outlined in the “10 x 2010” District plan.

Mr. Wise asked the Board to approve an annual transfer of working cash interest into the Operations & Maintenance fund.  This annual transfer helps offset increases in operating costs.  Mr. Wise also asked the Board to approve the annual Prevailing Wage Resolution which states that the Olympia District will follow fair labor practices and pay the McLean County prevailing wage.

End-of-year Principal reports were shared.  All elementary buildings and the middle school are ready for the 6th grade transition to OMS.  OHS is also ready for a new year as 2007-2008 schedules have already been distributed.

A Sports Medicine Summary, provided by Hopedale Medical Complex, for May, 2007 was shared as well as the Cornbelt Conference Spring, 2007 Standing and Final Standings report.

Superintendent Donald Hahn recommended that the Board continue its membership with the IASB (Illinois Association of School Boards) which provides many services to both the Board of Education and the District.

Mr. Hahn presented the Board with dates for the 2007-2008 regular Board of Education meetings.  He also provided final Administrative Committee assignments for the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Hahn recommended the adoption of 6 Board Policy revisions and announced that other policy updates were being reviewed by District administration.

As a follow-up to the June 7, 2007 news release, Mr. Hahn presented the Board with the recommended site for the new Olympia North Elementary building – land adjacent to the current Olympia North school.  This site offers the needed land for a school and meets the engineering needs for the construction of a new school.  One factor that weighed heavily in the recommendation was the possibility of using the current Olympia North gym in the construction of the new school.  Parking and the ball diamond may need to be relocated in order to accomplish this.  This will allow more dollars to be used in educational features of the new building.

Mr. Hahn announced that the OEA (Olympia Education Association) and the Board of Education will conduct negotiations for a new contract agreement on June 13, 14, & 15, 2007. 

Other Business

Board member Hansen asked the Board to monitor the instrumental music program of the District over the next two years in order to maintain a strong and consistent band participation.
