Seating of New Board Members

Recent legislation requires newly elected board members to take an oath of office.  In unison, Laura Cremeens, Kevin Frazier and Carolyn Hansen spoke the following oath:

I, Laura Cremeens, Kevin Frazier, Carolyn Hansen do solemnly swear that I will faithfully discharge the duties of the office of member of the Board of Education of Olympia Community Unit School District Number 16, in accordance with the Constitution of the United States, the Constitution of the State of Illinois, and the laws of the State of Illinois, to the best of my ability.

I further swear that:

I shall respect taxpayer interests by serving as a faithful protector of the school district’s assets;

I shall encourage and respect the free expression of opinion by my fellow board members and others who seek a hearing before the board, while respecting the privacy of students and employees;

I shall recognize that a board member has no legal authority as an individual and that decisions can be made only by a majority vote at a public board meeting; and

I shall abide by majority decisions of the board, while retaining the right to seek changes in such decisions through ethical and constructive channels.

Communications

Board member Steve Matter reported that the last Olympia Advisory Council (OAC) meeting for the 2006-2007 school year was held on May 7, 2007, where the referendum results and its impact on the district were discussed.  School improvement plans were also shared, along with an update of the Administrative Site Selection.  OAC officers for the 2007-2008 were elected as follows:  Terri James – Chair and Jennifer Bauersfeld – Vice-Chair.  

Superintendent Donald Hahn reported that negotiation dates and Meet The Candidates night were discussed at the May 3, 2007 Olympia Education Association (OEA) meeting.  He also noted that the Response to Intervention program was discussed.

Board Member Steve Matter reported that he had attended the Illinois Association of School Boards Cornbelt Division meeting on May 1, 2007 where officers for the new year were elected and 2007-2008 meeting dates were announced.  Mr. Matter will be filling the position of Vice-Chair for the new year.

Superintendent Hahn reported that as a result of the Tri-County Annual Association meeting on May 10, 2007, Olympia will retain a seat on the Executive Committee for a term of 3 years.  Mr. Hahn and Superintendent Brent McArdle of Lexington C.U.S.D. #7 were recognized at this meeting for their retirement.   

Committee Reports

Superintendent Hahn provided the Board with tentative 2007-2008 Board member assignments to the Administrative Committees.  Tentative assignments are as follows:  Education/Technology – Trena Glenn and Carolyn Hansen; Negotiations – Laura Cremeens and Kevin Frazier; Building & Grounds – Steve Matter and Curt Morr; Policy – Sondra Hayes and Carolyn Hansen; Finance – Laura Cremeens and Kevin Frazier; Area Vocational Center – Steve Matter; Tri-County Special Education Executive Committee – Sondra Hayes; Hal of Fame Committee – Kevin Frazier; IASB Cornbelt Division Governing Board – Steve Matter.

Administrative Reports

Assistant Superintendent Brad Hutchison provided the Board with projected Kindergarten enrollment for the 2007-2008 school year based on the May 3, 2007 Kindergarten Pre-Registration.  Enrollment numbers are expected to remain the same or exceed those for the 2006-2007 school year.  Mr. Hutchison also shared topics that were discussed at the April 27, 2007 School Improvement Day.  Among some of the topics included were Response to Intervention training, Advisory planning, and new Language Arts Curriculum orientation/review.

Mr. Hutchison informed the Board that Olympia would be seeking Illinois State Board of Education waiver renewals for both the School Improvement Day and Parent/Teacher Conference formats.  He also informed the Board that in order to keep the Administrative Procedure Manual in alignment with the Board Policy Manual, the district will be using the services of the Illinois Association of School Boards to develop a revised manual.

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise provided the Board with an amended budget for the 2006-2007 school year.  Mr. Wise noted that he expects to spend about 97% of the budgeted expenses.  He also provided the Board with a tentative ten-year plan to address the district’s roofing issues.  This plan includes spending approximately $200,000 per year for the next ten years for roofing needs.

Mr. Wise explained the various contracts/agreements that were included in the action items.  These included not only annual renewals, but upgrade projects as well.

Principals’ reports were shared.  It was noted that the Mt. Hope-Funks Grove Library in McLean was recently awarded a $3,000 grant.  This award is being used to provide updated materials to assist students with homework assignments and projects.  

The sports medicine summary, provided by Hopedale Medical Complex, was shared.  Olympia Activities Director/Assistant Principal Mike Lootens also provided an admission and tournament revenue report which showed a total admission revenue of $30,596.00 and a total tournament revenue of $5,643.08.

Superintendent Hahn announced his recommendation to restore full-day Kindergarten and the evening elementary music programs.  He noted that due to the restoration of full-day Kindergarten and no longer a need for the mid-day routes, a reduction in hours for bus drivers was being recommended.  Mr. Hahn also provided the Board with a list of Education Support Personnel for re-employment for the 2007-2008 school year.  

Mr. Hahn recommended that the newly-formed Board adopt the current Board Policy and Administrative Procedures manuals and approve the final 2006-2007 calendar.  Mr. Hahn provided the Board with Illinois Association of School Boards suggested revisions for various board policies.  He also shared information with the Board regarding the FlexMedia Fence Program in which school districts receive free fencing and national advertising revenue share money.

Mr. Hahn provided the Board with an update from the Administrative Site Selection Committee.  The committee is scheduled to meet May 23, 2007 to determine a site recommendation, then will present the Board with its recommendation at the regular June 11, 2007 Board of Education meeting.  Mr. Hahn asked the Board to set a special meeting for a Public Hearing to discuss the site selected and to receive public input.  It was determined that this Public Hearing is to be held on June 18, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Olympia Administration Office.

Other Business

In other business President Cremeens informed the Board that the IASB 2007 Supplement to The School Code was available and asked that they be ordered through the Superintendent’s office.
