Communications

BLDD Architects representatives Barbara Meek and Anita Lanning presented the Board

with the latest Design Development for construction of the new Olympia North Elementary building and the renovations to Olympia High School, Olympia South Elementary, and Olympia West Elementary.

Benchmark Construction Manager Mike Pflederer followed the BLDD presentation with a budgeted Cost Estimate to support the Design Development plan.  It was noted that the estimated project cost corresponds with the anticipated revenue.

Committee Reports

Building & Grounds Administrative Committee members Steve Matter and Curt Morr, along with Superintendent Brad Hutchison and Business & Operations Manager Wise, reported that they had met with BLDD and Benchmark representatives to review and provide input to the Design Development Plan.

Mr. Wise expressed his appreciation to the Danvers Lions Club for their assistance in preparing the ball diamond area for mass dirt excavation, the first step toward the Olympia North construction project.  
Administrative Reports

Mr. Wise announced that the new security door system at OHMS had been installed and was functioning successfully.  Related to security, Mr. Wise also reported that McLean County Sheriff Mike Emery will be present at the October 15 Board of Education meeting to provide an update regarding a School Resource Officer for Olympia.

Building Principals’ reports were shared.  Principals reported that Open House/Orientation for the 2007-2008 school year was a success.

OHS Principal Lance Thurman shared the 2006-2007 Advanced Placement (AP) Summary.  58 students participated in AP courses.  An AP score of 3 is comparable to a college grade of B, and an AP score of 4 or 5 is comparable to a college grade of A.  Of the 58 students, 30 earned scores of 3 or higher with 3 students earning a score of 5.

Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with the latest enrollment comparison which shows an increase in enrollment for the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Hutchison also shared the preliminary 2006-2007 ISAT scores which showed a District average between 82 and 95 in all subjects.

Superintendent Hutchison also presented the Board with Board Policy revisions from the Illinois Association of School Boards (IASB).  These revisions will be reviewed by the Policy Administrative Committee with recommendations presented to the full Board at a later date.

Other Business

As a parent, Board member Curt Morr shared with the Board his appreciation of the mail-in registration option.  OHS Principal Thurman stated that 38% of OHS students had been registered using the mail-in option.
