2008 Property Tax Levy Report

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that recent growth in property values was “good news” for the District.  Mr. Wise continued by saying this is the first significant growth in EAV (equalized assessed value) in several years which means the District will realize additional property tax money while not raising the tax rate.  The expected tax rate will be approximately $4.84 per $100 equalized assessed valuation which will provide the District with over $11,000,000 of revenue.  Mr. Wise provided a copy of the Certificate of Tax Levy which showed Olympia dollars levied as follows:

Education $6,661,940; Operations & Maintenance $1,148,610; Transportation $459,444; 

Working Cash $114,861; Municipal Retirement $298,639; Social Security $372,150; 

Health Life Safety $114,861; Tort Immunity $677,680; Special Education $91,889; and 

Lease/Purchase $114,861 for a total levied amount of $10,054,935.
