Call to Order, Roll Call, and Pledge of Allegiance

A regular scheduled meeting of the Board of Education of the Olympia Community Unit School District No. 16, held in the Olympia Administration Office Board Room, was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by President Laura Cremeens with the following Board members and Administrators present:  Laura Cremeens, Sondra Hayes, Steve Matter, Trena Glenn, Curt Morr, Kevin Frazier and Carolyn Hansen; Superintendent Brad Hutchison, Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise, Olympia High School Principal Lance Thurman, Olympia North Elementary Principal Fred Shears, and Olympia South Elementary Principal Laura O’Donnell.
Board Vice-President Sondra Hayes led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing for Driver’s Education Fee Waiver

A Public Hearing was held for the purpose of waiving the current School Code regarding the Driver’s Education Fee by changing current language of “not to exceed $50” to “not to exceed $300”.  Superintendent Hutchison explained that this waiver is being sought for the purpose of fulfilling the intent of the Driver’s Education Mandate in a more fiscally responsible manner.

Public Hearing for Parent/Teacher Conference Format Waiver

A Public Hearing was held for the purpose of waiving current School Code regarding the Parent/Teacher Conference Format.  Previous format allowed two in-service days by dismissing students early on Thursday, holding Parent/Teacher Conferences on Thursday evening, then recognizing a non-attendance day on Friday.  Superintendent Hutchison explained that this waiver would allow an evening conference after full-day student attendance twice in a five-day period. Communications

Board members Sondra Hayes, Trena Glenn and Carolyn Hansen shared information learned from attending a recent Illinois Association of School Boards workshop entitled Finding the Common Ground Between Public Education and Business.

Committee Reports

Benchmark Construction Management President Mike Pflederer presented the Board with the monthly construction update.  Mr. Pflederer commented that even though work was progressing at the new Olympia North Elementary site, above-average rainfall continued to be challenging.  Work at the other Olympia facilities continues as the August 8, 2008 scheduled completion date nears.  Mr. Pflederer announced that the geo-thermal work at Olympia South Elementary will not be completed until after the start of school.  He also noted that seats for the renovated OHS auditorium are not expected to arrive before the start of school.  

Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that the FY08 Budget was complete with expending 97% of budgeted expenditures and receiving 95% of budgeted revenue.  He continued by stating the revenue shortage, due to not receiving a complete payment of McLean County early tax dollars and State Special Education and Transportation reimbursements, will force the District to use balances from other funds.  Mr. Wise also announced that the tentative FY09 Budget would be available at the August 11, 2008 Board of Education meeting.

Mr. Wise explained to the Board the need for paving the bus lane at Olympia West Elementary.  He also explained the additional roof resurfacing needed at Olympia South Elementary.

Mr. Wise provided the Board with quotes for new furniture needed in conjunction with the remodeling projects.  He also provided quotes for additional audio/video work needed in the Olympia High School auditorium.

Superintendent Brad Hutchison shared a DVD presentation with the Board regarding Professional Learning Communities (PLC).  PLC is designed to promote student learning through collective creativity and shared practices.  Supt. Hutchison asked the Board to participate in a study session of PLC at a later date in an effort to provide the Board with an understanding of the PLC process. 

Supt. Hutchison provided the Board with a view of the 2008-2009 School Improvement plans.  He also presented Board members with the latest IASB recommended/mandated Board Policy revisions.

Supt. Hutchison reported that a tentative agreement for a School Resource Officer between McLean County Sheriff’s Department and the Olympia District was currently under review of the McLean County Assistant State’s Attorney and the Olympia District Attorney.
