Communications

A Communications folder circulated around the table.

Mr. Mike Manahan, former Olympia teacher/coach presented the Board with $3,000 for 

the use of athletics.  Mr. Manahan explained that he worked with First Security Bank, 

Henderson-Weir Insurance, along with many other local agencies/contractors who help 

provide services/materials to build homes which he sells and uses the profits to fund 

athletic needs for both the Olympia and Mackinaw school districts.  He noted that some of Olympia’s funded projects include the football/track PA system, the OHS gymnasium PA system and scoreboard, and various weight equipment.  Mr. Manahan notes that over $290,000 had been donated to these school districts since this program began in 1997.

Committee Reports

Benchmark Construction Management representative Mike Pflederer presented the Board with a monthly construction update.  Mr. Pflederer announced that the remodeling being done at OHMS, Olympia South and Olympia West is on schedule, however the vast amount of recent rain has delayed the final dirt work at Olympia North Elementary before actual construction can begin.

Mr. Pflederer also noted that the submittal process in which the architect/engineer reviews all building materials and equipment prior to installation has begun.
Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise presented the Board with a tentative FY09 Budget.  Mr. Wise noted that the gap between revenue and expenditures continues to be reduced even though expenditures have increased due to the costs of personnel, special education, construction, and rising fuel costs.  The FY09 tentative total expenditures are approximately $5,000 less than the final FY08 expenditures.

Mr. Wise asked the Board to approve the annual transfer of $35,000 Working Cash Interest to the Operations & Maintenance fund to offset the increases in operating costs.

Mr. Wise also asked the Board to approve a proposal from BLDD Architects for design work of the learning center at Olympia North.  Approval of a proposal from D.M. Mattson Security for reconfiguration of the security systems at OHMS, Olympia South and Olympia West due to the remodeling was also sought.

Building Principals’ reports were shared.  OHS Principal Lance Thurman noted that OHS continues to watch its attendance rate.  The final OHS Average Daily Attendance rate for the 2007-2008 school year was 93.4%.

OMS Principal Todd Dugan shared with the Board the results of a recent survey of OMS parents/guardians regarding daily homework.  Results showed that most parents/guardians support 30-60 minutes of homework each day.  OMS teachers will use this information as they plan for the upcoming school year.

The monthly Sports Medicine Summary was shared, along with a 4-year athletic participation comparison, a year-end review of all OHMS activities, and the final 2007-2008 standings of the Corn Belt Conference.  OHS Assistant Principal/Activities Director Mike Lootens noted that Olympia finished the 07-08 year in fourth place, the highest ranking since 2002-2003.

Superintendent Brad Hutchison announced that the District will again be seeking a waiver for the Driver’s Education Fee.  This waiver will allow the District to charge a Driver’s Education Fee not to exceed $300.  The 2008-2009 Driver’s Education Fee is $150.

Superintendent Hutchison presented the Board with a draft of an intergovernmental agreement to be used for the services of a School Resource Officer.  It is the intent to have a SRO in place at the beginning of the 2008-2009 school year.

Superintendent Hutchison shared a copy of the next District Informational Newsletter which will soon be mailed to all homes in the Olympia District.  He also asked the Board to approve the reinstatement of two OMS coaching positions that were previously discussed at the May 12, 2008 Board of Education meeting.
