Superintendent Brad Hutchison and the Board congratulated and recognized Mr. Mike 

Lootens, OHS Assistant Principal/Activities Director, for his recent receipt of the Illinois 

Wrestling Coaches & Officials Association Administrator of the Year award.

Committee Reports

Mike Pflederer of Benchmark Construction Management presented the Board with the 

monthly construction update which included a complete schedule layout, value 

engineering ideas, projected costs, and an up-do-date project payment history report.  

Mr. Pflederer shared pictures of the work being done at both Olympia North and Olympia 

South.  Work will begin at OHMS and Olympia West when summer break begins.

Superintendent Hutchison and the Administrative Board Policy Sub-Committee

presented the Board with revised Board policies which align with IASB requirements 

and recommendations.

Board member Sondra Hayes reported that she and Superintendent Hutchison had 

attended the recent Tri-County Board meeting where it was reported that a sound budget 

was in place for the 2008-2009 school year.  Mrs. Hayes noted that during the meeting 

Olympia was recognized for its SOLO writing program.

Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that the most recent report 

from county assessors/clerks shows the Equalized Assessed Value at the largest 

percentage of increase since 2001.  Mr. Wise also announced that he expects to utilize 

99% of the total budgeted expenditures for FY08 and that the FY09 Working Budget is 

tentative pending state and federal decisions. 

Mr. Wise shared with the Board information regarding the Gatekeeper 403b Protection 

Plan which will assist the District in reviewing all past 403b activity, current activity, and 

future movement of funds, as well as creating a new 403b plan and assisting the District 

with law compliance and legal representation in tax deferment inquiries.

Building Principal reports were shared, along with the monthly Sports Medicine 

Summary.

Mr. Lootens announced that the Olympia Spartans Marching Band has been selected to 

participate in the 2009 National Independence Day Parade in Washington, D.C.  Mr.

Lootens noted that this is an honor as only one band from each state is selected.  The Board will give direction toward this event at the regular June 9, 2008 Board of Education meeting.

Mr. Lootens also asked the Board to consider reinstating the positions of Assistant Coaches for both OMS baseball and softball as participation numbers have increased over the past 3 years.  The Board will render a decision on these positions at the regular June 9, 2008 Board of Education meeting.

Superintendent Hutchison shared with the Board a power-point presentation which highlighted the work being done in the District through PLC (Professional Learning Communities).  PLC helps the District take a look at its Mission, Vision, Values, and Goals and assists in utilizing those components to better focus on student learning and continuous improvement.

Superintendent Hutchison also provided the Board with an update of the progress made toward acquiring a SRO (School Resource Officer) for the 2008-2009 school year.  He also presented the recommended 2008-2009 Board of Education meeting dates and the final 2007-2008 Public School Calendar.

Other Business

President Cremeens asked the Board if any member had a resolution idea that he/she wanted to consider for submission to the IASB Delegate Assembly.  There were none.

Board members Kevin Frazier and Curt Morr asked that research be done on the current Physical Education policies/practices regarding students with excused Dr. notes and/or injuries.
