Committee Reports

Rob Cope, representative of AECOM Civil Engineers, presented the Board with a map of the Olympia North Elementary property which showed the location of section to be transferred to the McLean County Highway Department.  Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise noted that this transfer would allow completion of site work for entry systems, drainage, and ditch work.  It will also allow reshaping for easier maintenance.

FFA representatives Matt Nordstrom, Jeff Schneider, and Richard Park presented the Board with a request to build a shelter located at the northeast corner of the OHS Football/Track field.  This shelter, funded by the FFA Alumni Chapter, would provide a place to grill during inclement weather and would also meet the covered grill recommendation of the McLean County Health Department.

Benchmark Construction Management representative Mike Pflederer provided the Board

with a monthly update.  The project is now approximately 83% complete with some areas

being completed ahead of schedule.  

An Administrative Finance Committee update was shared by Board President Laura Cremeens, Board member Kevin Frazier, Dr. Wise, and Superintendent Brad Hutchison.  Many topics are being reviewed by this committee including a Cost Reduction Plan, an updated Risk Management Plan, and the spending of stimulus money.

Board member Carolyn Hansen and Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with a brief update of the recently held OAC meeting.  Mrs. Hansen shared that those in attendance enjoyed a tour of both Olympia South Elementary and Olympia West Elementary.

A Tri-County report was provided by Board member Sondra Hayes and Superintendent Hutchison.  Tri-County is currently updating policies and also discussing the spending of stimulus money.

Administrative Reports

Dr. Wise presented the Board with the tentative Amended FY09 Budget which showed the overall expenditures slightly under budget.  The revenue remains unchanged as the District anticipates additional release of state and federal money.  Dr. Wise also announced that the District’s EAV (Equalized Assessed Value) produced a 5.5% increase over last year.  It was noted that the tax rate remained approximately $4.85.

Building Principal reports were shared, along with the latest Sports Participation/Gate Receipts & Fees Collected Report and Sports Medicine Summary.  Spring participation shows an increase over last year of 14.28% at OHS and 17.35% at OMS.

Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with the latest IASB-recommended Board Policy updates/revisions.  He also presented the Board with End-of-Year Events/Dates and the 2009-2010 Fee Schedule and Board Meeting Schedule.  Board members shared ideas with Superintendent Hutchison and Board President Cremeens for revising the Superintendent’s Evaluation instrument.  

Superintendent Hutchison shared an agenda for the upcoming CEC (Consortium for Educational Change) Audit/Assessment.  During this audit, persons of CEC will be interviewing representatives from all categories of District personnel, along with student and parent representatives.  The information received will be used for the final assessment which will show the District’s strengths and areas for improvement.  The results of the assessment will guide the District as they continue to improve all aspects of the Olympia environment.

Other Business

In other business, it was shared that strobe lights are now to be on at all times when students are being transported.

Board President Cremeens asked the Board to be thinking of items that should go before the IASB Board during the 2009 Conference.  She also requested a detailed list of grant allotments from the Business office.

Board President Cremeens shared that she had received comments regarding the PSAE Remediation Plan.  It was noted that this plan was approved by the Board.  Mrs. Hansen discussed conflicts with the Senior Trip and other scheduled activities.  It was noted that the Senior Trip is always scheduled for Thursday before Friday Baccalaureate and that all schedules are reviewed to avoid as much overlapping as possible.
