Call to Order and Roll Call

Waiver Modification/Renewal Information

Superintendent Brad Hutchison informed the Board that the Waiver Modification will allow the District to hold a School Improvement Day on Lincoln’s Birthday, an already-approved waived holiday.  He noted that even though Olympia had a current waiver in place that allowed attendance on Lincoln’s Birthday, ISBE still recognizes Lincoln’s Birthday as a holiday and requires a separate waiver request to hold an activity on that day.  

Superintendent Hutchison also reported that all of the District’s waivers had been requested and approved at different times according to need which results in the renewal of various waivers each year.  He continued by sharing that the Regional Office of Education had advised that the District renew all waivers at one time, whether they were expiring or not, to make the renewal process less complicated.  With this in mind, Superintendent Hutchison noted that the renewal of the following Holiday/Activity Day Waivers will allow the District to remain open on these holidays/activity days, if it chooses, for the next 5 years: Lincoln’s Birthday, Casimir Pulaski Day, Veterans Day, Parent/Teacher Conference format, and School Improvement format.
