qualifications, and installation process.

Committee Reports

Mike Pflederer of Benchmark Construction Management announced that interior work of the new Olympia North Elementary building was complete and that classroom furniture was being delivered and set up this week.  With some exterior work still to be completed, the entire project is 95% complete.  Mr. Pflederer noted that at this point, the project remains well within the budgeted amount.

Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that the FY09 Budget was officially complete with the District expending 94% of budgeted expenditures.  Dr. Wise noted that the District is still behind approximately $500,000.00 in state reimbursement revenue for FY09.

Dr. Wise also announced that the District continues to upgrade its technology equipment and capabilities in all buildings including the installation of Eno boards in the elementary buildings.  He also shared that elementary buildings will be utilizing electronic systems for student lunch purchases.  

Dr. Wise asked for Board approval to spend Life Safety dollars for the repair of roof work at OHMS.

In his written report, Dr. Wise recognized Garland Gehrke for his loan of 7 semi-trailers and the many hours donated toward moving the trailers upon the District’s need in preparation of the District auction which was held June 20, 2009.

Superintendent Brad Hutchison, along with ISU intern Kathy Taylor, shared with the Board a “Fast Facts” sheet pertaining to the Olympia District.  This tool will be used as a public document highlighting important facts and information of the District.  Mr. Hutchison shared a Workload Plan for Special Education Teachers which was developed with the help of District Special Education staff and meets recent requirements of the Illinois State Board of Education.  He also informed the Board that there remains a great deal of concern regarding adequate state funding for special programs within the District that are grant-funded such as the Pre-Kindergarten program. 

Mr. Hutchison informed the Board that he and Dr. Wise had met with new Board members for Phase II of Board training.  He also provided a brief summary of sections 1 and 2 of the District’s Board Policy Manual.

Other Business

In other business Board member Carolyn Hansen recognized the Olympia Marching Spartans for their participation in the July 4, 2009 Independence Day parade held in Washington DC.  Mrs. Hansen noted that not only was the performance extraordinary, positive attitude and good behavior of the Olympia students was something of which to be proud as well.
