Communications

A communications folder circulated around the table.

OHS student Andrew Biever shared a powerpoint presentation with the Board regarding an Eagle Scout project of refurbishing the Olympia Nature Trail.  This project would include removing weeds, trimming trees & brush, planting new flowers & plants, replacing old & missing signs, and making the outdoor classroom area more accessible.

CEC (Consortium for Educational Change) facilitator Alida Graham presented the Board with results of the District Audit/Assessment conducted April 29-May 1.  Ms. Graham shared that all groups (faculty/staff, Administrators, Board members, students, parents, & community members) interviewed expressed a positive feeling about being a part of the Olympia District.  She also commended the District for the great strides made toward its fiscal health in recent years.  Ms. Graham reported that the CEC feels Olympia has good structures (committees, teams, etc.) in place and needs to utilize these structures for better collaboration throughout the District.  It was suggested that Olympia continue to use the PLC (Professional Learning Community) model as they work through an updated Strategic Plan.

Committee Reports

Benchmark Construction Management representative Mike Pflederer, along with co-worker Jason White and BLDD Architects representative Barbara Meek, provided the Board with the monthly construction update of the new Olympia North Elementary building.  Mr. Pflederer announced that the work at the new building is beginning to wind down and even though there has been an above-normal rainfall, he expects the building to be ready for “move in” by July 5.  Mrs. Meek assured the Board that as they enter the “final stretch” of completion, all representatives will be meeting weekly to confirm that tasks are being completed.

Board members Trena Glenn and Carolyn Hansen joined Superintendent Brad Hutchison in reporting that the Administrative Education/Technology Committee had met and reviewed the District’s Response to Intervention program and K-12 Assessment.  They shared that the Committee also looked at Olympia’s Fine Arts programs compared to other area school districts.  Mrs. Glenn reported that a discussion was held regarding a possible Travel Club for Foreign Language students.  Mrs. Hansen noted that research for more alumni involvement will be conducted.

Superintendent Hutchison, along with Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise and Board member Kevin Frazier, thanked the OEA for their help and contribution toward the recent CEC Audit/Assessment.  Superintendent Hutchison reported that during the recently-held OEA Roundtable meeting, the District’s Response to Intervention data collection was reviewed and the April 7 Board of Education election results were discussed.

Administrative Reports
Dr. Wise provided the Board with a list of surplus items that will be auctioned on June 20, 2009.  The auction will be held in the parking lot north of the Olympia Middle School beginning at 9:30 a.m.  (Items may be previewed on June 19 between 10:00 a.m. & 12:00 p.m.)  He also announced that a Public Hearing will be held at 6:45 p.m. preceding the next Board meeting on June 8 for the purpose of adopting the FY09 Amended Budget.

Dr. Wise asked the Board for approval of an annual lease to purchase technology equipment and membership renewal of the Federal Assistance Surplus program in which the District is allowed to purchase items through the State at discounted rates.

Building Principals’ reports were shared with the Board.

Superintendent Hutchison asked for Board assistance in filling vacant positions on the Administrative Committees.  He also advised new Board members Doug Maris and Michael Turner of upcoming opportunities for Board workshops.  

Superintendent Hutchison sought approval of recently revised Board policies and the new District Mission Statement.

With his direction, a date of June 15 was set for the next Strategic Planning Session where participants will continue reviewing the District’s Vision and Values.

Superintendent Hutchison announced that the District has been awarded a grant to be used for a feasibility wind study to determine if the wind is sufficient to support a wind turbine located near the OHMS property.

Other Business

In other business, Carolyn Hansen briefly discussed what next step needed to be taken regarding the CEC report.  Board President Cremeens noted that the CEC follow-up suggestions will be considered as the District continues with the improvement process.
