Communications
A Communications Folder circulated around the table.

Tom Peffer of Gorenz & Associates presented the Board with the FY09 Audit Report.  As in past years, Mr. Peffer commended the District for being good fiscal stewards and for the accuracy of bookkeeping within the business office.  He noted that Olympia is “right on target” as the District is not in a business to make money but to produce a good product (quality learning environment) while maintaining a stable fund balance.  Based on audit results, Mr. Peffer projects that Olympia will receive “Financial Recognition” from the state which is in the highest rating category.

Committee Reports

Mike Pflederer of Benchmark Construction Management shared the monthly construction update with the Board.  Mr. Pflederer explained that final exterior work at the new Olympia North Elementary building (completion of seeding and fencing) will be completed as soon as weather permits.

Olympia Transportation Director Trent Keller presented the Board with the annual Transportation Report.  Mr. Keller shared that total transportation expenditures were slightly less for the 2008-2009 school year than in 2007-2008.  Mr. Keller recommended the trade-in/purchase of 3 buses and the purchase of a transportation service truck.

Members of the Administrative Education/Technology Sub-Committee Trena Glenn, Carolyn Hansen, and Brad Hutchison shared with the Board that they had had the opportunity to view the Illini Data System which collects all student information including test results, MAP results, etc.  The committee will be further researching this product.

Members attending the IASB Corn Belt Division Fall Dinner Meeting on October 8 were Steve Matter, Trena Glenn, Carolyn Hansen, Superintendent Hutchison, and Andrew Wise.  Mr. Matter shared that awards were received by himself, Laura Cremeens, Trena Glenn, and Kevin Frazier for points earned through participation in workshops and other IASB-related events.  Superintendent Hutchison commended the Board for their time and dedication given to the District. 

Trena Glenn and Superintendent Hutchison reported to the Board that they had attended the recent Tri-County Special Education Executive Meeting.  Superintendent Hutchison thanked the Administration and Staff for the extra efforts made to help keep special education students within the District.  Out-of-District enrollment is now less than at the end of the 2008-2009 school year.

Administrative Reports
Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that both revenue and expenditures are in “good standing” as the school year’s first quarter has been completed.  Dr. Wise informed the Board that he will be in contact with County Assessors for the latest assessment information which he will use when preparing the annual Levy.  He also noted that he plans to present 4-year financial projections at the Financial Work Session to be held in January, 2010.

Dr. Wise commended all who help to collect District fees.  Through the extra efforts of these persons, the amount of fees collected has significantly increased over past years.  Dr. Wise recommended that the District again participate in the Central Illinois Fuel Consortium for FY10. 

Building Principal reports were shared.  Olympia High School announced that 2009 produced its highest number of AP scholars.  The report also highlighted the upcoming events of Grandparents’ Day on October 28 and the Veterans’ Day Assembly on November 11.   

Olympia Middle School shared its participation in the McLean County Compact Business Partnership where OMS students will be assisting the American Red Cross of the Heartland with projects.  OMS is also participating in the ISU Middle Level Partnership.  Three ISU student teachers will be assisting OMS teachers to gain clinical experience.

Elementary teachers participated in School Improvement Day activities that concentrated on CEC goals: Focus on Learning, Focus on Collaboration, and Focus on Results.  They also attended training classes which focused on the new ENO Interactive Whiteboards which can be found in every elementary classroom.

The Fall Athletic/Activities Participation Report, prepared by OHS Asst. Principal/Activities Director Mike Lootens, showed an overall increase in participation.  The average gate receipts collected at this year’s events have also increased.

Superintendent Hutchison shared with the Board the latest Enrollment Report with a 2008 comparison which showed a minimal decrease.  In a power-point presentation he also shared the 2009 Illinois District Report Card information.  (This information is available to the public on the District’s website by viewing each school’s site.)  Olympia met or exceeded state standards in all areas.  It was noted that both OHS and OMS reached the highest August/September attendance rate since 1991.  OHS also showed a decrease in the drop-out rate.

For review, Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board copies of the new Math textbook series.  He also provided them with the latest Board Policy revisions from IASB.

Superintendent Hutchison announced final plans for the Dedication Ceremony at Olympia North Elementary to be held Sunday, October 25, 2:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m.  He also announced that the Olympia North Elementary building is 1 of 26 new school buildings being recognized for its design at Chicago’s Annual Joint Conference in November.
