Committee Reports

Benchmark Construction Management representative Mike Pflederer presented the 

monthly construction report which included an update on the paving/seeding project yet 

to be finished at Olympia North.  Mr. Pflederer noted that due to excessive rainfall, there

have been interruptions in the paving but he expects it to be completed next week as well

as the seeding.  Mr. Pflederer, along with Dr. Wise and Olympia North Principal Fred

Shears, commended the Village of Danvers, Olympia’s School Resource Officer Jayson

Kessinger and Danvers Police Chief Chris Gleason for their time, efforts, and dedication

in helping ensure safety of the Olympia North students during these final stages of

construction.

Administrative Reports

Dr. Wise announced that Olympia has received all FY09 revenue owed to the District with the exception of a $20,000 reimbursement for Special Education.  He also shared that the District should receive its annual Audit Report from Gorenz & Associates during the October 13, 2009 regular Board meeting.  Dr. Wise thanked members of the District’s Insurance Committee for the implementation of wellness activities including a 5K run scheduled for October 10, 2009.  He also commended all involved in a successful start of another school year and thanked the FFA volunteers for the construction of the new grilling shelter.

Principals’ reports were shared all of which focused on School Improvement plans and assessing and enhancing student achievement.  A Fall Sports Participation report was also shared which showed an increase in participation from last year.

Superintendent Brad Hutchison presented the Board with the most recent Enrollment Report.  It was noted that a slight decrease in numbers could be contributed to larger classes graduating and smaller ones enrolling as well as families moving for economic reasons.

Superintendent Hutchison shared plans with the Board to participate in a disaster training session at Olympia North led by retired ISU Police Chief Keith Gehrand.  He also announced plans for the annual Community Safety meeting, held at the Olympia Administration Office, at which local emergency personnel attend to discuss emergency response time and action plans for the District.

Superintendent Hutchison announced that once again Olympia will be hosting the September 21, 2009 meeting of the Olympia Ministerial Alliance at which area pastors meet to share and receive information regarding the Olympia communities.

Superintendent Hutchison shared information with the Board regarding an IDEA (Individuals with Disabilities Education Act) application process for stimulus funding.  Should Olympia’s IDEA application/stimulus funding request be accepted, Superintendent Hutchison noted the money could be used to create a Special Education classroom at OMS.

Superintendent Hutchison asked the Board to consider creating a couple of District goals based on the Professional Learning Communities framework discussed as a result of the recent Consortium for Educational Change audit.  

Superintendent Hutchison announced plans for the October 25, 2009 Dedication Ceremony for the new Olympia North Elementary building.  Details will be made available in the near future.

Other Business
