Committee Reports

Board members Trena Glenn and Carolyn Hansen, and Superintendent Brad Hutchison reported that the Administrative Education/Technology subcommittee has been reviewing the revised Science curriculum and is pleased with the rigor of the program.  They also shared that the SOLO 6.0 software pilot at Olympia South Elementary was proving to be helpful with the reading and writing portions of the Special Education program.

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise shared highlights from the recent Olympia Advisory Council (OAC) meeting.  OAC members toured the OHMS complex then viewed a demonstration of the new interactive whiteboards led by OMS teacher Dee Dee Stine.

Trena Glenn and Superintendent Hutchison attended the recent Tri-County Special Education Association meeting and were pleased to report that Tri-County continues to work diligently toward seeking and obtaining grants.  Tri-County also continues to work with HILIA (Heart of Illinois Low Incident Association) which has proven to be very successful. 

Administrative Reports

Dr. Wise demonstrated Olympia’s new On-Line Registration option which will be available for Fall 2010 registration.  This option will allow parents to complete all necessary forms and submit payment on-line. 

Dr. Wise provided the Board with the tentative amended FY10 Budget which showed a $1,000,000 decrease in expenditures.  Due to the state withholding obligated transportation payments to the District, Dr. Wise requested a working cash transfer to the Transportation fund.  He noted that the cost containments over the past couple of years helped the District “weather the financial storm” and that more cost saving measures will be implemented during the upcoming school year.  Dr. Wise also noted that the state of Illinois currently owes the Olympia School District $1,100,000.

Building Principals’ reports were shared.  The Board was also given the Spring Sports Participation report along with the Sports Medicine Summary.

Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with the latest Board Policy revisions.  He also provided the Board with the current End-of-Year Dates/Events schedule and the Board of Education Meeting Dates schedule for the 2010-2011 school year.  Superintendent Hutchison asked the Board to consider entering into an intergovernmental agreement with the Village of Danvers in order to have the Danvers Police Department provide parking enforcement on the Olympia North Elementary property.  Superintendent Hutchison and Board President Cremeens shared highlights of their recent visit to Adlai E. Stevenson High School in Lincolnshire, Illinois which has utilized the PLC system and demonstrates success to other districts.  

Superintendent Hutchison announced that Olympia had again achieved Financial Recognition from the Illinois State Board of Education which is ISBE’s highest rating.  He noted that the District has achieved this level of recognition 4 out of the past 5 years.  Superintendent Hutchison also shared the federal Race To The Top program with the Board which allows states to compete for $2,000,000-$4,000,000 toward reform initiatives.  He noted that Illinois is now ranking #5 out of 42 states.  With this in mind, he would like to see Olympia join the ISBE in the next round of grant applications.

Other Business

In other business, Board President Cremeens reminded Board members that it is once again time to think of any resolutions they would like to present to the IASB Delegate Assembly for consideration at the next joint annual conference to be held in November, 2010.
