Mr. Kevin Heid of First Midstate presented the Board with information regarding funding for the wind turbine project.

Committee Reports

Superintendent Hutchison and Kevin Frazier reported that the 2nd Olympia Advisory Council (OAC) meeting of the 2009-2010 school year had been held where principals provided building updates.  They also reported that Mr. Scott Engstrom of Ameresco was present to provide the OAC with an update on the wind turbine study.

Administrative Reports

Business & Operations Manager Andrew Wise announced that the District is still waiting for approximately $1.3 million dollars in state mandated categorical reimbursements, however budgeted expenditures continue to be “right on track”.

Dr. Wise reported that the wind turbine study results continue to show that Olympia would be an ideal location for a turbine.

He also provided the Board with a Site & Construction report which showed remaining balances and projected revenue.

Building Principals’ reports were shared, along with the winter Sports Participation & Fee Collection report.

Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with the January 8, 2010 enrollment which showed an increase in students from the September 25, 2009 enrollment.  He also provided them with the tentative Seniority List for certified employees.

Superintendent Hutchison announced the receipt of American Recovery & Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds to be used for the purpose of constructing a multiple needs classroom at Olympia Middle School.  He also discussed with the Board the upcoming Illinois Association of School Boards-Corn Belt Division annual spring dinner/meeting at which Olympia will be the host school.

Superintendent Hutchison provided the Board with final revisions of Board Policies and a first look at additional Board Policy revisions.

Other Business

In other business Steve Matter shared information regarding the electronic Boardbook as a possible future tool for the Board.  Trena Glenn suggested that Board members read about roll call voting procedures according to Robert’s Rules.
